Tournament Regulations: The Tournament shall be played under the Laws of Chess and FIDE Swiss 
Rules. Totally ten rounds shall be played.

Time Control: The Time Control is 90 minutes each with an addition of 30 seconds per move from move 
number one.

Tie Break: Buchholz System will be followed. In case of tie, Cash Prizes will not be shared.

Withdrawal: A Player may withdraw at any stage of the event, after informing the chief arbiter in writing.

Protests: Protests, if any, against the decision of the Chief Arbiter, shall be made in writing with protest 
fee of Rs.500/- within 15 minutes of the occurrence of the incident. The amount shall be refunded if the 
appeal is upheld.

Appeals Committee: A five members Appeals Committee will be formed at the Player's meeting. The 
decision of the appeals committee on all protests shall be final and binding on all the participants. 

Rights of Admission: The Organiser / TNSCA /  Kanchi District Chess Association reserve the right to 
admit or reject any entry without assigning any reason thereof.
